Overview

DSX teams are competitive teams formed through an evaluation 
process and sponsored by the DSL. Program fees vary and include 
tournament fees. Fees do not include uniform, non-resident fees*, 
indoor training, credit card or GotSport fees:

◼ U8 – $500 per year

◼ U9-U12 – $800 per year

◼ U13-U16 – $900 per year

◼ U17 – $900 (DSX Green 2009B)/$1500 (DSX Orange 2009B)

◼ $300 non-refundable deposit due at time of registration with 
credit card. Payment plan option is available.

*$150 per soccer seasonal year for all players who live in the Dublin City School District but 
not the City of Dublin.  There is a $300 fee per soccer seasonal year for all players who live 
outside the City of Dublin and Dublin City School District.  This fee is paid by DSL to the 
City of Dublin to use their facilities. 



DSX Seasonal Play Format

◼ U8/U9/U10 DSX:  2-3 weekday practices & 5 tournaments per 
season. 

◼ U11/U12 DSX: 2-3 weekday practices & 5 tournaments per season 
OR league play and 3-4 tournaments*

◼ U13 - U17 DSX: 2-3 weekday practices & 5 tournaments per season 
OR combination league play and 3-4 tournaments*

* Teams U11 and up that are appropriately skilled may also play in 

Ohio Soccer State League or Buckeye Premiere League. Travel

within Ohio for league games may be required for away matches. 



Seasonal Dates

◼ Evaluations for U8s – U16s: May 27-30 at Darree Fields

◼ Team formation process begins Tuesday after Memorial Day

◼ Uniform orders due from DSX Parents by June 8th

◼ Team Camp 2025: July 28th, 29th & 30th evenings at Avery Park

◼ Fall practices typically begin in early August

◼ Dublin Charity Cup – August 30th & 31st (Labor Day weekend)

◼ Spring practices begin when the snow clears (mid-March)

◼ Spring season begins around April 2nd



Tournaments

Teams attend the Dublin Charity Cup and additional 
tournaments, normally in the state of Ohio, usually in 
central Ohio.

◼ We will provide tournament options for teams/coaches 
to choose.  The goal is to play in central Ohio, 1 or 2 
tournaments may be out of town (Bowling 
Green/Dayton area).

◼ Tournaments are an opportunity to build team 
comradery, and test skills against competition building 
on skills honed during weekday training.



Coach Licensing

◼ DSX coaches are required to obtain a
coach license

◼ DSL hosts and/or conducts licensing classes in Dublin 
when possible

◼ DSL will reimburse coaches for
these initial licensing costs
